A group of Luso-Brazilian colleagues have
promoted the organization of the Escola Luso-
Brasileira de Computacao Evolutiva (Luso-
Brazilian Evolutionary Computation School).
The first event took place in October 2009 at
the Universidade Federal de Minas Gerais, the
second school in June 2010 at the University
of Minho in Guimaraes, and the third school
in April 2012 at the University of Sdo Paulo in
Sao Carlos. These events promote the debate
on the field of evolutionary computation by
Portuguese-speaking researchers and the inter-
action of the researchers with graduate students.

Students were invited to present their work
in a poster session of the school. Seven articles,

selected from thirty four papers presented at
the school, encompass two special issues of
the International Journal of Natural Computing
Research. This first special issue consists of
four papers related to Estimation of Distribu-
tion Algorithms, Multi-Objective Evolutionary
Algorithms and Artificial Immune Systems.
